Feeding Instructions

(All feeding is twice daily)

Amount of food depends on dog. Please refer below.

Supplements are added in our morning feeding
Every dog gets: 

1 Tablespoon of Organic Apple Cider Vinegar (Corner cabinet right side of sink)

1Tablespoon Flax Seed Oil (refrigerator)

1 Teaspoon Cod Liver Oil (refrigerator)

1 Teaspoon Salmon Oil (refrigerator in plastic container with blue lid on top shelf)

1 rounded scoop of Solid Gold Seameal (Corner cabinet right side of sink)

1 scoop of Solid Gold MSM, except Britney who gets ½ scoop (Corner cabinet right side of sink)

1 scoop of Colostrum, except Britney who gets ½ scoop (Corner cabinet right side of sink)

1 Vitamin B Complex (open capsule and sprinkle on food)

1 Total Bee Pollen (open capsule and sprinkle on food)

6 drops liquid Vitamin E

1 Vitamin C grind with Mortar and Pestle (Corner cabinet right side of sink)

Additional individual Supplements and food amounts

Each dog gets a Canine Plus tablet each evening before dinner as a treat (in glass jar on counter beside refrigerator. Refill on top of refrigerator.)

Britney:
Breakfast: 7-8 ounces ground meat/blend



Dinner: 7-8 ounces whole meaty bones
Tater:
Breakfast: 4ounces of meat/blend with 2-3 additional ounces of veggies & organic pumpkin

Dinner: 6.5-7 ounces of whole meaty bones
Sunny:
2 Allerplex capsules opened and sprinkled on food 

Breakfast: 8-9 ounces ground meat/blend



Dinner: 8-9 ounces whole meaty bones
Baker:
Breakfast: 14 ounces meat/blend with 2-3 additional ounces of veggies & organic pumpkin


Dinner: 14-16 ounces whole meaty bones
Harley:
Breakfast: 8-9 ounces meat/blend



Dinner: 8-9 ounces whole meaty bones

Odette:
1 dropper full of Vetri-DMG daily (may be added to food)



1 Co-Q10 with each meal (put in food or puncture and squeeze on whole meaty bones)

Breakfast: 6 ounces meat/blend with 2-3 additional ounces of veggies & organic pumpkin

Dinner: 8-9 ounces of whole meaty bones
When feeding meaty bones (turkey necks, chicken parts, pork hip bones, etc.) Smallest pieces are given to Britney. There is a cleaver in knife block, a mallet and kitchen scissors to make pieces smaller if necessary. Largest pieces go to Baker and/or Sunny.

Plastic gloves for handling food are in skinny cabinet on left side of kitchen, top shelf.
